He has more than thirty-five years of experience as an educator in emergency medical services and multidisciplinary health care. He is the past recipient of the Watson Award, Chairperson Leadership Award, and two Distinguished Professorship Awards in Teaching and a Distinguished Professorship Award in Research and Scholarship. He received a Master of Education degree from Kent State University, a Bachelor of Science in Applied Science degree in Allied Health and an Associate in Applied Science degree in Emergency Medical Services from Youngstown State University. He has authored fifteen EMS textbooks and more than fifty EMS journal articles. He is a frequent speaker at state and national EMS clinical and education conferences. He is a member of the Board of Directors for the Committee on Accreditation of Educational Programs for the EMS Professions (CoAEMSP) which is the national accrediting committee for EMS programs He has also served on numerous National Highway Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA) committees related to Department of Transportation national curriculum revision and education standards, and National Registry of EMTs examination projects. 
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Daniel Limmer - Dan is a paramedic and police officer who has been involved in EMS and Law Enforcement for more than 40 years. He is a full-time instructor in the EMS Program at Galveston College in Galveston, Texas. Dan speaks at EMS conferences around the world. He is a co-author of several textbooks including Emergency Care, EMR Complete, the education standards Transition Series for EMT, AEMT and Paramedic, and EMPACT. He develops smart phone and web-based review apps for the emergency service fields through his company, Limmer Education, LLC.
